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Description:

The Criminal Justice Program at CSU began in 1971(?) with the Baptist College’s participation “in
the Law Enforcement Education Program (LEEP). [see Baptist College at Charleston Catalog,
1972-1973, p.40]. An Associate Degree in Criminal Justice was implemented in August, 1973, A
B.S. in Criminal Justice began Fall, 1975 and M.S. in Criminal Justice Fall 1999. The program
original fell under the Division of Social Science and with successive organizational restructuring
has been part of the College of Arts & Sciences, and the College of Humanities & Social
Sciences. A major and minor in Criminal Justice was offered by the Political Sciences
Department from 1973 until 1994 when the Political Science Department combined with the
History Department to become the Department of History, Political Science and Criminal Justice.
In 1999 Criminal Justice became a stand-alone department.
